Installation

The Electric Astrolabe is distributed on-line or on diskette.  

The Electric Astrolabe is distributed as a self extracting .zip file, astrolab.exe.

The Electric Astrolabe User’s Guide is supplied in softcopy as a Word for Windows file.  The file USING.EXE is a self extracting compressed file of the user’s guide that expands to about 3.5 Mb.  To decompress the user’s guide, copy USING.EXE to any folder and then execute USING in that folder.  USING.EXE can be erased after the file is decompressed (although, be sure to save a copy).  The user’s guide can be read in softcopy using Word for Windows or WordPad without formatting.   If you do not have Word for Windows, Microsoft supplies a free viewer for Word for Windows files called WordView that can be downloaded from the Microsoft web site.

Installing 

To install the Electric Astrolabe simply create a folder with any name you choose and copy the downloaded files to that folder.  Then execute the downloaded file by double clicking on the file name to decompress the file.

To start the program, make the installation directory the current directory and enter the command, “ASTRO”.  To stop the Electric Astrolabe, press the “Q” key.

The distribution copy of ASTRO.EXE is set to run using a standard VGA display.  See page 51 of the User’s Guide for information on running The Electric Astrolabe in higher resolution SVGA mode.

You may want to create a shortcut on your desktop that starts The Electric Astrolabe.  Right click on astro.exe and select “Send To” and then select Desktop (create shortcut).  You can edit the shortcut to use the Electric Astrolabe icon.  Right click the shortcut on the desktop, select Properties, then select the Program tab and click Change Icon.  Select Browse and go to the Electric Astrolabe folder and click on astro.ico, click OK and the OK on the properties box.
